TROUBLESHOOTING

1

Not getting sound from Factory radio’s speakers.

A)  Make sure Factory Volume isn’t set to zero or a mute button has been pressed on radio.

B) Make sure 8pin male and female connectors are plugged in to each other.

Not getting 12v on the Amp on out to amp

A)  Makesure LD-BASSKNOB isn’t turned all the way down(to left)

B)  YourOrange and Black wires are properly connected from AXSUB-INTERFACE to
LD-BASSKNOB

Not getting 12v on the Amp on out to amp
A) Make sure the t-harmess is seated properly at the radio and O harness.
B)  Make sure the RCA’s are connected to aftermarket amplifier.
